RULES FOR MOTORIZED BICYCLES
(ANY UNIT UNDER 50 cc, EXCLUDING FOOT SCOOTERS*)
To operate ANY motorized/electric assisted bicycles in the City of Rushford, a person MUST have a valid driver’s license or a motorized bicycle permit.
Persons under 16 are subject to the following restrictions:

· No passengers

· No night driving

· No driving on any highway marked as an Interstate

· Must wear a helmet

· Parents may ride with a person under the age of 16 if the motorized/electric assisted bicycle is equipped with a seat and foot rests for passengers
*Foot scooters must follow all rules pertaining to bicycles and must not be operated by persons under 12 years old.

BOTH TYPES of bicycles require headlights, taillights, directional signals if operated at night, working brake(s) and must have a permanent seat if carrying passengers.

BOTH TYPES of bicycles and foot scooters may be parked on City sidewalks if they do not impede pedestrians; but they MAY NOT be driven on City sidewalks. 
The above rules are State Statute and violators may be subject to City and/or State penalties.
