ZONING ORDINANCE
HOME OCCUPATIONS PERMIT PROCESS

The 1997 Rushford Zoning Ordinance has procedures in place calling for a Conditional use Permit application for persons wishing to operate a business in a residential area. The ordinance was recently updated to clarify the definition of a home occupation and to provide defining elements to assist the Board of Zoning Appeals in their determination of whether a home business exists and if it should be permitted. The purpose of regulating home occupations is o help insure that the health, safety and general welfare of the residential neighborhood is not jeopardized or intruded upon commercial business. Small scale business may be allowed to be carried out in a residential area when that use is clearly accessory or secondary to the principal dwelling use.
