7.  (A)  – As per public notification, public comment will be taken to consider revoking the an unused park ordinance and amending the existing tree ordinance.  The amended ordinance shall be entitled “A Trees, Trails and Park Ordinance” and be amended to include a larger scope of duties.  Existing duties pertaining to the well-being and maintenance of the City’s urban forest resources and other specific tree related duties would remain in place for the new Trees, Trails and Park Board.
