7.  (A) As per public notification, public comment will be taken by the Rushford City Council and the Economic Development Authority (EDA) to consider granting  a business subsidy loan to John & Eileen Loken to assist with the development of the Loken’s Rushford Inn project.  The proposed subsidy is in the form of a $500,000.00 EDA Revolving Loan Fund that may include forgivable amounts to cover costs of land and required soil corrections.  Upon receipt of any public comments and after further discussion, the Council may find it appropriate to authorize the business subsidy loan or refer the matter back to the EDA for further research .
